Theme: The antithesis of the letter and the spirit of the law. The law is the written or unwritten rules of nature referring to the internal operations in nature such as changes in seasons, the cycles of life and death. These are written nowhere. Of society refers to written legal prescriptions, constitutions, church laws, the commandments in the Scriptures. Laws regulate the behavior of nature or humans, to ensure order it is the standard about which order and compliance are measure. Albeit it is hard to consider natural disasters as nature’s law ensuring order since this contradicts the word. Scholars have made a subtle distinction between the letter of the law and the spirit of the law. The former being the literal interpretation of the law, and the latter the intention of the authors. While in principle we know the difference, the application becomes problematic, and often one or the other is applied when convenient. In the Scriptures of today, we learn about the intent of the law. Jesus, the law-giver interprets how we ought to apply the commandments, what God had in mind when he gave the law. Compliance to God’s law would bring life, as compliance with the law of the land ensures prosperity, security, order and the enjoyment of the common good.
